2.1.2 Access Control

Supports configuring relay for elevator controller, including configuring the relationship
between relay and floor and configuring the relay types.

Supports setting the attendance mode on the device via the client. Supports setting the
attendance parameters as check in, check out, break out, break in, overtime in and overtime
out on the device, and the attendance results of the device can be synchronized to the client.
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2.1.3 Time & Attendance

Supports setting timetable type as flexible.

Optimizes the attendance calculation accuracy: Supports setting the calculation accuracy for
different attendance statistic items (e.g. late, early leave, leave duration), including the
minimum time (0.5 and 1), unit (hour, workday minute) and round-off control rule (round
down, round off, round up) for attendance calculation.

2.1.4 Video Intercom

Supports remote configuration for video intercom devices (e.g. microphone), and supports
updating the firmware of the video intercom device on the Remote Configuration page.

2.2.1 General

During synchronizing authentication record to third-party database, if the client disconnects with
the third-party database, the client will try to reconnect every 30 min. After reconnected, the
client will synchronize the data recorded during the disconnected time period to the third-party

database.

2.2.2 Monitoring

Optimize the elevator controller’s icon in Monitoring module, to differentiate with the access

control device’s icon.
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2.2.3 Access Control

Supports 16 internal sector when enabling M1 card encryption, which meets the users’ needs.

2.2.4 Time & Attendance

1. Supports time bar to display the configuration results (e.g. work-time, valid time of
check-in/check-out, late/early leave allowable time) when setting timetable, which provides a
better visual for the users to understand the configuration.

2. Supports automatically calculating the attendance time according to the start-work time and
end-work time you set when setting attendance timetable.
